If you’re new to Adobe® Acrobat® Connect™ Professional, here are some tips to make the most of your experience!
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	The right panel features four different ways to move thru the presentation:

•
Click Outline to see a list of each slide, its title, and length of the narration.

• 
Click Thumb to graphically display the slide list. 

• 
Click Notes to see key points of the narration—if you’re interested in following along.

• 
Click Search to look for specific information—for example, the term software design returns two slides focused on the department’s Advanced Software Design Certificate.

This presentation is about 23 minutes long. You’ll see the timer at the bottom of the right panel; the time changes, of course, as you move from slide to slide.

	Some important controls display below the slides themselves:

•
Connect Professional features the media player controls with which you’re already familiar.Click the right arrow to play the narration for each slide if it doesn’t start automatically.

•
Click the paperclip to download a copy of the slides. 

•
Click the camera to hide the right panel and change the display of the media controls. Camera view also increases the size of the slides themselves—making them a bit easier to read.

Finally – remember that PowerPoint slides can feature live links; in this presentation, then, all the links you see are live. Some lead to other slides, others to web pages that you’ll want to browse as you listen to the narration.
