3. TALKING STICK
This is a kind of “reflective conversation” in which 12-18 people sit in a circle and speak only when holding the “talking stick”.  As Lee as indicated in several emails, this form of communication has a long tradition and is noted for providing a framework that gives everyone an opportunity to fully express themselves, and for the group to get a sense of the “collective voice”. Note, this will require a skilled facilitator/group leader for each circle.

4. DISCUSSIONS (AT MEALS)

· One Liners:  From John Smith in Mines group (would be group specific, but perhaps also done common to all groups), “I just had this wild idea: since the reunion planning got started, I've had a lot of memories of my time in Bolivia and in training going through my head. I started putting together a list of ‘who said it.’ (At least who I remember said it.) Do you think it might be amusing to make a game out the quotes?  I have 35 "one-liners" right now.”

· Trivia Questions:  Suggested by Gloria Levine of Amigos—used at their reunions.  What was PC hotel in La Paz, in Coch. in Sta Cruz? What was the Chinese restaurant in Coch?  Where could you get hot fudge sauce on ice cream in Coch?  Where could you get great fried trout in La Paz?  For how much?”  etc   More description on site under Service section. Also have some files of questions made up. Probably best distributed ahead of time to jog people thinking.  Results distributable afterwards.

· Collect written stories. Many have a talent for writing.  Perhaps a request could go out to all to write 2 one or two page vignettes about some experience, event, or situation.  The act of writing could prompt people to open those dusty memory boxes at the back of their minds, and ‘pucker up’ for the stream of consciousness flow that will be a torrent in the presence of so many old friends.  Not everyone will want to write a brief sketch…so what.  Perhaps someone with writing/editing skills would offer to collect, loose edit, compile, and electronically distribute what people send in.  What has come in by the time of the reunion could be posted on the Mines website and added to afterwards if there are further pieces that come in after the reunion.

Carmen Deere I’m sure could recommend 1 or two articles or books, perhaps on women’s issues.  I have some good articles on Micro-finance in Bolivia (Bolivia was, perhaps still is, a leader in the legal framework and supervision for micro-finance), which led to an increase in account holders from about 40,000 in 1992 to over 900,000 in 2000.  All the credit union volunteers will appreciate. Dr. Keck or Fox may have something current about TB. The bibliography could be assembled on the Mines sponsored website and people could do their own Amazon or other purchases. Gino would have some good suggestions. .
