Has your life been worth living: An investigation of EDTEC graduate students’ perceptions of their lives

Research design: interpretative case study

Sampling: All students currently enrolled in the 690 class. 

Data Collection

(a) The instructor conducted a demographic survey on the 690 students.

(b) The dedicated researchers in 690 will work in groups of two, and conduct an exploratory peer interview on life perceptions.

· Record interviewee’s answers on the left column of a 2-column paper

Data Analysis

· The instructor used Excel to Analyze the survey data

· The 690 researchers will Code their interview notes on the right column 

· Interpreting interview data: Has his/her life been worth living?

· Submitting codes and interpretations to the instructor

Instructor:

· Compile the codes and make a coding scheme

· Discover common themes and patterns

690 Researchers: Future Work]
· Will conduct systematic interview with more samples (students outside 690) 

· Use the coding scheme to systematically code data collected

As a class, they will pull all results together and make a report on EDTECH students’ perceptions on their lives.
