Write down characteristics of the podcasts you’re listening to that seem useful to consider. E.g. 

· Inclusion of a web-based player embedded in the page

· Question and answer format

· Ambient sound in the field (within reason)

· Music (how used, where?)

Generate your list. You’ll soon share them with your next door neighbor and then we’ll generate a whole class list.

The List:

Music: Intro, bumper, outro.  Unobrustive, appropriate.

Length: keep it short. 

Be specific. Keep it focused.

Good written description. Who, what, why?

Chapters.

Blog entry with links to other material.

Natural delivery. Conversational. Not totally scripted.

Easy access. Easy to link to web page.

Videos… make them big enough to see.

Appropriate choice of video vs. just audio.

Format: panel vs. magazine vs. co-host vs. chaos vs. reporting vs. interview.

Ambient good, but in moderation.

Simple diagrams. 

Channels for feedback. (email, phone, comment)

Pleasantries. Not too much.

Controller in interface. (Pause, skip)

Show how long it is and how far you are into it.

Set a tone in the intro, logo, name of podcast.
